CITY OF FAIRVIEW HEIGHTS
CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 2, 2016

The regular meeting of the Fairview Heights City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Mark Kupsky in the Municipal Complex, 10025 Bunkum Road, Fairview Heights, IL with the Invocation by City Clerk Karen J. Kaufhold and the Pledge of Allegiance by Mayor Kupsky.

ROLL CALL

Roll call of Aldermen present: Pat Baeske, Brenda Wagner, Harry Zimmerman, Pat Peck, Roger Lowry, Justin Gough, Denise Williams, Bill Poletti, Frank Menn and Dennis Baricevic.  Mayor Mark Kupsky, City Clerk Karen J. Kaufhold and City Attorney Kevin Hoerner were also present.   

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Nicholas Menn – stated that he was representing the Hero Inside organization and thanked City Council for their support. 

CONSENT AGENDA

Alderman Wagner moved to approve the January 19, 2016 City Council minutes.  Seconded by Alderman Lowry. 
Roll call on the Consent Agenda showed Aldermen Baeske, Wagner, Zimmerman, Peck, Lowry, Gough, Williams, Poletti, Menn and Baricevic voting “Yea.” Consent Agenda passed on 10 yeas and no nays. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Mayor Kupsky announced the Operations Committee will meet February 3, 2016, 7:00 P.M. 

COMMUNICATION FROM MAYOR

Mayor Kupsky mentioned the three heroin overdoses which occurred last week and stated he applauds the Hero Inside organization for their efforts bringing attention to the heroin problem in the Metro East area; Mayor urged City Council and residents reach out to their State Representatives and Congressmen regarding the passage of a State Budget; Mayor Kupsky announced Fairview Heights will host the Council of Mayor’s Conference which will be held on February 25th at the Fountains Conference Center.

COMMUNICATION FROM ELECTED OFFICIALS

Alderman Poletti stated that the Business Alliance Commission is working very hard trying to get the Hotel/Motel Policy and Procedures setup for this year’s grant program.

Alderman Lowry stated that the Hotel/Motel Policy and Procedures will be discussed at the next Administration Committee meeting.

Alderman Wagner commended Chief Gailius and his department for the various programs they have put together for the youth of our City.  Also, Alderman Wagner announced the Fairview Heights Rotary Club Camelot Auction will be held March 5th and will be held at the Fountain’s Conference Center. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Proposed Ordinance No. 7-‘16, an Ordinance repealing Ordinance No. 706-’91, passed February 19, 1991 and approved February 20, 1991; an Ordinance creating a Five Year Capital Improvement Program for the City of Fairview Heights. Proposed Ordinance No. 7-’16 was read for the second time.
Roll call on Proposed Ordinance No. 7-’16 showed Aldermen Baeske, Wagner, Zimmerman, Peck, Lowry, Gough, Williams, Poletti, Menn and Baricevic voting “Yea.”  Proposed Ordinance No. 7-’16 passed on 10 yeas and no nays.
Proposed Ordinance No. 7-’16 now becomes ORDINANCE NO. 1723-2016.

Proposed Ordinance No. 8-’16, an Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 190, “The Revised Code,” Chapter 6, Article II, Board of Fire & Police Commissioners, Section 6-2-2, Membership, Section 6-2-3 First Appointments and Section 6-2-4 Qualification – Oath – Bond – Removal.   Proposed Ordinance No. 8-’16 was read for the second time.
Roll call on Proposed Ordinance No. 8-’16 showed Aldermen Baeske, Wagner, Zimmerman, Peck, Lowry, Gough, Williams, Poletti, Menn and Baricevic voting “Yea.”  Proposed Ordinance No. 8-’16 passed on 10 yeas and no nays.
Proposed Ordinance No. 8-’16 now becomes ORDINANCE NO. 1724-2016.

NEW BUSINESS

Alderman Baricevic moved to consolidate the following five Parks Department motions for an Omnibus Reading.  Seconded by Alderman Baeske.
Roll call on the motion showed Aldermen Baeske, Wagner, Zimmerman, Peck, Lowry, Gough, Williams, Poletti, Menn and Baricevic voting “Yea.”  Motion passed on 10 yeas and no nays.

Under the Omnibus Reading, Alderman Poletti moved to allow the following Special Events for 2016: Hero Inside Day, Fairview Heights Homecoming and Midwest Salute to the Arts contingent upon staff requirements, and to further move to approve the collection of fees or donations including the sale of concessions and that any pavilion or associated fees be waived for each of these events;
Move to allow the following Special Events for 2016:  Steps for Heartlinks 5k Run/Walk, 3rd Annual Race for Recovery 5k, and the 9th Annual 5K Run/Walk for Peter’s Place,

and to further move to approve the collection of fees or donations including the sale of concessions during each of these events;
Move to allow the Flintknapper’s Campout to be held June 2 – 5, 2016, at Pleasant Ridge Park and that participants be allowed to barter, sell and exchange materials and tools between participants only and not to the general public, and further move that any associated park fees be waived for this event;
Move to allow the American Legion to sell concessions during the 2016 baseball season tournaments at Everett Moody Park; and			               
Move to allow the Fairview Heights Falcons Football to sell concessions during the 2016 football season at Everett Moody Park.  Seconded by Alderman Baeske.
Motion on the Omnibus Reading showed Aldermen Baeske, Wagner, Zimmerman, Peck, Lowry, Gough, Williams, Poletti, Menn and Baricevic voting “Yea.” Motions passed on 10 yeas and no nays.

Alderman Baricevic moved to reappoint Charles Peterson to the Zoning Board of Appeals, term to expire February 1, 2021.  Seconded by Alderman Baeske.  Motion carried. 

Alderman Poletti moved to reappoint Amy Bramstedt to the Zoning Board of Appeals, term to expire January 17, 2021.  Seconded by Alderman Baeske.  Motion carried. 

Alderman Gough moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Alderman Wagner.  Motion carried.
